They toured through the Italy, playing in a lot of shows 
with famous Italian actors like Pierfrancesco Favino, 
Sergio Rubini, Rocco Papaleo, Paolo Sassanelli, 
Mariangela D'Abbraccio, Alessandro Haber.  
The Musica da Ripostiglio play a concert of original songs 
and Italian cover (Paolo Conte, Renato Carosone, Adriano 
Celentano) in a sound that reminds the swing of the 
1940s, the gypsy French style and the South American 
rhythm. An exciting and original show able to involve an 
audience of all ages.

They were shortlisted for Le Maschere Del Teatro 
Italiano Award 2014 as authors of the best music for 
theater show. Their live performance was broadcast on 
Rai1.
